Patches

TRUCKS may be modified in the future. Changes may be made to correct errors or to add or improve program features. These changes are made to your installed program by applying a patch to the program. A patch is much smaller than the program and it is quicker to install since it only contains information about the changes - not the complete program.

Where to get the latest patch. If you have access to the Internet, you may download the latest patch from our Internet Web site. The address is http://www.tlcsoftware.com/  Look in the download section of our web pages. The patch file will be a self-applying, self-extracting executable file. The patch file is produced with the program PKPATCH from PKWare, Inc, the maker of the popular PKZIP program. The program will have a filename of something like TLC1-5.EXE    where the 1 is the first version (Version 8.0-1) and 5 is the revised version (Version 8.0-5).

Copy the patch file you download into the directory where you have installed TRUCKS.

You can apply the patch directly from Windows or from the DOS command prompt. Just execute (Run) the patch file. The result of the patching is the same whether you do it while you are in Windows or at the DOS prompt.

After the patch, you may restart Trucks and resume operation with the updated program.

To apply the patch in Windows, start at the Windows desktop, double click on the My Computer icon.  Find Drive C: and the directory where you installed TRUCKS (C:\VEHICLES).  Now, find the patch file and double click to execute it.

To apply the patch at the DOS prompt, move to the directory where you installed TRUCKS (C:\VEHICLES) . Enter the command TLC1-5 (for example) to execute the patch program.

In either case, the patch program will execute. Indicate the location of your old .DBF files and select the Typical patch. The patch will automatically run and apply the changes to bring your version of TRUCKS up to date.
